approve the Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) for 2008-2011 at their meeting on July 17™.

This document represents $1.9 billion in local and federal funding, which will go toward improving

traffic infrastructure in our state. | submitted testimony in support of all the TIP projects planned for

the West Oahu area, which include the North-South Road, Fort Barrette Road Widening, Makakilo
Drive Extension, Kapolei Interchange, Leeward Bikeway, and Intra-island
Ferry.

Extension will allow Makakilo residents a secondary access to H-1.
